Purpose and Policy Guidance

This is a request for the City Council to discuss and possibly take action related to the appointment of an
acting city manager. The Mayor will accept a motion or motions, call for a second, and conduct a vote of the
Council that shall, by virtue of assent of a majority, appoint an acting city manager.

Background

The Glendale City Charter provides for the appointment of an acting city manager. The Charter states:

Art. III. Sec. 5. Assistant City Manager
* * *
In the event the city manager resigns or is removed for any reason, the council shall appoint an acting
city manager at the first regular meeting following such vacancy.
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
